Mandriva corporate product line will keep on its 18-24 months rhythm, with a standard 5-year support lifetime. 
Mandriva's base system life cycle also remains the same: it has been decided to keep a stable kernel foundation for a 
full year, to ease the work of ISVs and hardware vendors. This yearly kernel foundation is used by all Mandriva 
products, and is updated each quarter to support new devices.
